Between the late 1880's and the mid 1950's
millions of splendidly colorful and
picturesque paper labels were being used by
America’'s fruit and vegetable growers to
advertise the wooden crates of fresh
produce that were being shipped to
marketplaces throughout the nation.
Created by some of the finest printing
houses and most talented artists in the
country, these beautiful paper labels were
glued to the end of wooden fruit and
vegetable crates for one reason only - to
draw attention and catch the eyes of
buyers.

As the agribusiness industry boomed with the introduction of the cross-country
railroad system, it quickly became apparent to the nation’s produce growers that
in order to stand out among strong competition in the marketplace, gain brand
recognition and more sales, they would have to be clever and inventive with the
packaging of their fruits and vegetables. They began using the only advertising
space they had - the flat ends of the wooden crates the produce was being
shipped in! By gluing paper labels on to the ends of the crates, growers now had a
way to advertise their brand and draw attention to their produce.

As produce growers and packing houses in the late 19th century and early 20th
century quickly discovered, the more attractive and appealing the artwork on their
crate labels was, the more successfully the produce sold. The crate label became
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the only marketing weapon that a produce grower had - and it worked extremely
well.

It worked so well in fact, that every fruit
and vegetable grower in the country began
using their own unique labels in order in to
grab attention. With every new season,
growers raced to outdo each other by
producing crate labels with the most
wonderful, eye-catching artwork.

These labels often featured the most
amazingly beautiful images featuring
stunningly glorious color schemes with rich
hues and striking lettering. Images of happy
children, lovely women, fanciful landscapes,
gorgeous scenery, all manner of birds and
animals, and much more often graced the
labels of produce crates.

Fueling the success of this new found form

of "advertising" art was another booming

early 20th century industry - the
Lithographic printing industry. With many of Southern California's finest printing
houses employing talented immigrant artists having just landed on American soil
filled with enthusiasm and optimism over the promise of a better life in the U.S.,
the artwork being produced by these printing house was often times nothing short
of breath-taking.

This amazing artwork, when combined with the Lithographic printing process, a
printing process that provided a much richer and broader color spectrum than any
printing process before it, resulted in some of the most vibrantly beautiful folk-art
to ever be produced in America.

Vintage crate labels provide such a wonderful bounty of rich and imaginative
imagery and were designed specifically to appeal to one's senses by conveying all
the wonderful qualities of fresh produce - health, longevity, vitality and flavor!
Meant to catch the eye of passing shoppers in neighborhood markets and busy
wholesale buyers in the produce auction markets, the artwork on these crate
labels is nothing short of incredible.
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There wasn't a single subject left unexplored - you name it, you can probably find
a crate label featuring it in dazzling fashion.

These wonderfully colorful and eye-catching
labels were glued onto wooden produce
crates and shipped all over the country for
roughly 70 years.

Now, here's the really cool thing for us as
product creators, information publishers,
and seekers of copyright-free images for
our blogs and other products - the vast
majority of these crate labels are in the
public domain and are thus free for us to
reproduce in any way we choose!

This is true because...

Millions of crate labels were produced in the U.S. before 1923 which
automatically puts them in the public domain (publication occurred the
moment they were used in public)

Millions more of these crate labels (and perhaps the best ones) were
produced between 1923 and the mid 1950's meaning that had they have
been registered with the U.S. Copyright Office in the first place (unlikely),
they would have had to of had their copyrights renewed 28 years later in
order to retain that copyright protection. Again, not likely.

These labels were created by anonymous artists working in printing houses
under work-for-hire arrangements which means that the printing houses
would have retained the copyrights to the artwork. In the vast majority of
cases when examining these labels, you'll find no artist name, no indication
of which printing house produced the label, and no copyright notice
whatsoever, conditions which were required to obtain copyright protection
in the timeframe in which these labels were produced.

So, there are MILLIONS of these things in the public domain that you can literally
do anything you want with including but not in anyway limited to...
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1) using the images extracted from crate label artwork on your blogs
and in your info product cover images

2) using the images as entirely new artwork such as framed prints and posters
for decorative purposes

3) reproducing the crate labels as is and selling on eBay or at antique
and craft shows as crate label art reproductions

4) reproducing the crate labels as entirely new physical products like calendars,
clothing, wallpaper, or anything else you could possibly imagine!

There are so many profitable possibilities
with public domain crate label art. In this
issue of Pirates of the Public Domain
Magazine, you'll learn what crate label art
is, how it came to be, why it's so important,
and most importantly how you can use it for
fun and profit.

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A Crash Course In Crate Label History
In The Beginning...

Crate Label Art has it's origins in the 1870's shortly after the advancement in
several technologies made it possible for produce growers to begin distributing
their crops nationally. With railroads now connecting the west coast and the east
coast it became possible to get fresh produce from California to New York
especially with the invention of refrigerated box cars in the 1880's. America was
quickly transforming from a "local market” mentality to a "mass merchandising"
economy.

The first produce to begin shipping cross-
country consisted of citrus fruits (oranges
and lemons) from the multitude of Southern
California farms, grapes (and raisins) from
the Central Valley, and tree fruits (apples,
pears, etc.) from a number of states
including ldaho, Washington, Oregon and
Northern California.

With the success of the California citrus

growers in bringing their produce to market

on the opposite coast and increasing sales

dramatically by doing so, it wasn't long

before produce growers all over the country

were harvesting, packing, and shipping their
fruits and vegetables nationally from almost every state in the country.

Growers in California, the largest agricultural region at the time, were shipping
oranges, melons, apples, grapes, and lemons all over the country. Florida and
some other southern states were getting very well-known for their citrus fruits.
Washington and Oregon became the kings of apples and pears, while Louisiana
became the undisputed heavy-weight champion of sweet potatoes and yams.

There was a wide variety of vegetables being shipped from Texas and other
southern states, while the mid-western states also chipped in a bountiful
assortment of fruits and vegetables. The east coast states became well known for
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seafood, canned vegetables, and apples. Massachusetts had the market cornered
on cranberries.

Needless to say, with produce growers no longer being limited to their own local
vicinities, the agricultural industry in the United States was booming! Family-
owned farms now had the chance to market their produce anywhere in the country
and even beyond.

Welcome To The “Crate Label Wars™’!

Once a grower's produce got to market,
especially in the wholesale environments
where buyers came to purchase at
wholesale prices for sale in their stores, it
had massive competition with other growers
from all over the country.

The challenge became, how can a grower
make their produce stand out in a sea of
competition? After all, one orange looks
pretty much like any other right? The
quality of the produce obviously counted for
a lot - size, color, shape, etc.

There were also tactics that could be

employed to enhance the appearance of the

produce and make it more attractive to a

buyer's eyes - washing and air drying,

applying a light coat of natural wax to fruits

and vegetables to retain moisture and
enhance natural appeal, and in the case of citrus fruits, the use of ethylene gas to
bring out the fruit's natural coloring (especially if the fruit still had a greenish tint)
but...

One crate of fruits or vegetables still looked pretty much like any other especially
when every grower was then employing the same tactics above.

So what's a produce grower to do? A grower had to figure out a way to make his
produce stand out in the marketplace to ensure its success. After all, produce has
a short shelf-life. It has to sell fast before it spoils. And of course, no sale means
no profit.
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It didn't take long before grower's realized that they would need to identify their
produce in some way to distinguish it from other growers in the wholesale market
places. Since produce growers were limited as to just how much they could do to
enhance the visual appearance of their fruits and vegetables, they had to get
really creative with the packaging.

Since produce back then was shipped and
displayed in plain wooden slatted crates
some brilliant produce grower realized that
he could easily make his produce stand out
by taking advantage of the only advertising
space he had - each end of the crate that
the produce was shipped and displayed
in...and so crate labels were born!

By printing and gluing an attractive paper
label to each end of a crate, a grower now
had a way to differentiate his produce in the
marketplace and advertise his brand.

California based farms and packing houses
were the first to begin experimenting with
crate labels so the first crate labels were
colorful pictures of oranges and orange
groves.

After the initial success of the California fruit

growers in using colorful crate label art to

secure more sales of their produce, the practice of utilizing crate label art took off
like wildfire! Growers and packing houses in 43 states began producing crate label
art. The practice even began to quickly spread outside of the U.S. — you can find
crate label art from Japan, France, Tasmania, New Zealand, Chile and many other
countries as well.

This practice caught on fast and exploded leading to a 70 year period between the
1880's and the 1950's when growers from all over the country adorned their
crates with colorful, vibrantly beautiful art.

With all of this produce being shipped all over the country and each grower using
wooden crates adorned with their own unique labels, it's easy to see why there
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were MILLIONS of crate labels produced - every grower had a unigque label
and they were encouraged by crate art salesmen (naturally) to design new labels
for every new season. That's a ton of labels!

In the beginning, most produce was being
grown in the west and shipped to the east
where it would first arrive in the fast and
furious settings of auction halls and
commissions markets. Since the fruit had
just been shipped, and was still sealed away
in crates, the buyers couldn't see the actual
produce, only the crate labels.

This made the use of crate labels an

industry wide necessity. The use of
attractive, eye-catching labels was literally the only way to make their produce
stand out in the crowd. The more attractive, the better the produce would sell.

And finally, the fruits and vegetables would be marketed to the end consumers. In
our grandparent’s time and previous to that, produce shopping often occurred in
large marketplaces (think "farmer's market") that were nothing like the grocery
stores we shop at today. Of course, this produce was also presented for sale in the
grocery stores of the time as well especially in the cities.

In either of these environments, it was very
common for the produce to be displayed in
it's original shipping crates and so again,
these crate labels played an important part
in conveying the freshness, flavor, and
quality of the produce inside to the end
consumer - the more appealing the crate
labels were - the better the produce sold.
The better one particular brand of produce
sold, the better the chances of a buyer
purchasing that same brand of produce
again at the wholesale market.

Then another strange and wonderful thing happened - as competition heated up,
growers had to come up with even more ingenious ways to increase the
attractiveness of their produce and establish brand recognition in the marketplace.
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Again, there was only one way to do that - make your crate labels even more
brilliantly colorful and eye-catching!

Because these crate labels were so incredibly important for grabbing market-share
from initial entry into the wholesale marketplace and all the way into the hands of
the end consumer, every produce grower attempted to produce crate labels more
visually appealing than the next grower, the result being a 70 year period of the
most incredible American folk-art.

During this 70 year period a silent war was being waged between produce growers
- welcome to "The Crate Label Wars"!

The Evolution of Crate Label Art
The evolution of crate label art is marked by three distinct periods...

In the 1880's through the 1920's a
"naturalistic” theme prevailed in the crate
label world as the crate labels usually
featured pictures of things like flowers,
trains, children (often times the growers
own children as these were typically family
farms), well-known American landmarks,
historical figures, beautiful landscapes, even
fanciful images of the orchards and farms
where the produce came from.

These crate labels didn't remain strictly

agriculturally themed - often times they

featured pictures of anything but the fruits
and vegetable they were meant to represent. Many crate labels even bore sports
related images.

The years 1920 through 1940 were known for a radically different style of crate
label design marked by two distinct trends - the use of crate labels as a serious
advertising medium rather than just an identifier and a new awakening in the U.S.
regarding the health benefits of consuming fruits and vegetables.

The majority of the crate labels from this era sported designs that were more like
advertisements than actual works of art (though many, in there own way still
were) that worked very hard to target specific demographics of buyers. For
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example, because California grapes were very popular and sold well in Italian
neighborhoods on the east coast, grape crates sent into these neighborhoods
usually had colorful labels with Italian themes.

Also notable about this period of crate labels is the abundance of designs
demonstrating the health benefits of fruits and vegetables - pictures of extremely
happy and healthy looking children devouring apples for instance or musclemen
eating their spinach.

Also during this period the old family farms were changing radically as well.
Instead of packing up their own fruit for delivery to market, the widespread use of
packing houses became prevalent. As these packing houses were using there own
crate labels, the number of family farm labels diminished greatly.

The third distinct period of crate label design, being the years between 1940 and
1960, marked the entrance of a more commercial art form.

Product recognition was emphasized with
even more fervor than ever before, with
packing house / grower logos containing
bold lettering and unique designs meant to
become instantly recognizable. This period
of time produced the largest amount of
crate labels.

The dimensions of fruit crate labels vary

widely and are usually limited to the size of

the crate they were meant to be applied to -

every class of produce had its own uniquely
sized crate. This standardized the crate label sizes. A label could only be as big as
the square end of the crate it was meant to be glued to. For instance, orange
labels were typically printed at 10x11 inches in size while labels for lemons were
printed at 9x12 inches and grapes at 4x12 inches.

Crate labels were printed on a heavy stock of paper because they had to be able
to hold all of the ink required to produce the vividly bright and colorful images
needed to attract a consumer’s attention in the marketplace. The labels also had
to be able to hold up under shipping conditions - especially the extreme changes in
temperature they had to endure in shipping while being moved around between
refrigerated box cars and trucks as they made there way to their destinations.
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The Artists That Created These Beautiful Crate Labels

Right around the exact same time that agribusiness started booming, another
industry was coming up fast as well - the Lithographic industry which also has it's
root firmly embedded in Southern California culture.

Lithography is essentially a method of
printing that revolutionized the printing
industry by allowing artwork to be
reproduced much more quickly than
previous methods. The Lithographic printing
process also allowed for much more vibrant
colors and richer hues than had ever been
seen before all which was a great match for
the production of crate label art.

Although lithography had been around as a
printing method for sometime previously in
European countries, Southern California was
the hotbed of a booming new lithographic
industry in the U.S. and the majority of crate labels were being produced in big
printing houses like Western Lithograph in Los Angeles or Schmidt Litho in San
Francisco and the hundreds of other printing houses in the United States that were
producing labels of all kinds in the late 19th century to mid 20th century.

The job of a lithograph company was to produce crate labels that would make the
brand stand out using catchy slogans, colorful designs, and bold eye-catching
lettering. The original artwork for a crate label would be painted using watercolors
on either paper or linen and then the final prints would be mass-produced using
the Lithographic process.

A big printing company could employ 100 artists each working anonymously under
work-for-hire practices. Rarely, if ever was an artist’'s name applied to the artwork
on a crate label. In the majority of cases, no credit would be given to any artist
whatsoever as is true of most commercial artist's works even today.

In fact, in most cases it's even rare to find any indication of which printing house
created the work at all. Only very rarely will you find a crate label with an
identification indicating what printing house created it. If you do find such an
indication, as in the case with most labels produced by the Western Lithograph

Company, there will also be a mark indicating the month and year that the print
was produced but this is a rarity.

Because of this, very little is actually known
about the artists that created these wonderful
crate labels. Many of these artists were
immigrants that arrived in America from
European countries and attended trade
schools to begin careers as commercial
artists. After finishing their training they
would often head to California to work for the
large printing houses based there at the time.

A good portion of the crate labels produced in
the early 20th century seem to reflect the
spirit of enthusiasm and optimism shared by
immigrant artists recently arrived in the
United States and the sunny orchard lands of
Southern California.

Their excitement about this new American way of life and fascination with
American icons shines through in their work - dynamic and idealized depictions of
cowboys, Indians, beautiful women, and happy children abound. These artists
truly captured the "essence" and the excitement of living in a thriving and
prospering America in their work.

Today, the lithographic industry that created these crate labels is all but extinct
(as is the production of crate label art itself). The vast majority of the original
printing houses that created these wonderful crate labels have long since closed
their doors. Of the original San Francisco printing houses, only one still remains in
business today.

The End of the Crate Label Era

Sadly, the use of crate labels almost halted entirely in the mid-1950s when
wooden fruit crates began being replaced with less expensive, pre-printed
cardboard boxes. Self-service supermarkets also played a big role since fruits and
vegetables were now being taking out of their shipping crates and displayed in
grocery store produce sections again making it impossible to distinguish one brand
of produce from another.

World War Il accelerated the demise of wooden fruit crates since all wood and
aluminum materials at that time were being reserved for use in the war efforts.
The packing houses, being forced to find an alternative shipping container began
using cardboard (which previously had only been used to line the crates). The
invention of the corrugated cardboard box in the 1950's pretty much sealed the
fate of wooden fruit crates with the exception of crates used to ship grapes, which
are still made of wood and for which labels are still being designed.

The variety in subject matter represented in these crate labels is incredible. The
themes are nearly endless. Now that you know a little about what crate labels are
and how they came to be, let’s take a look at some of their uses in modern times
and more importantly, how you can profit from them!
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Crate Labels as Decorative Art

One of the great uses for old crate labels is to use them as decorative art. These
colorful labels are actually small works of art all to themselves. Framed and
matted, they are used to add splashes of color and graphic flair to walls across
America. You can easily reproduce and sell vintage fruit crate labels for use as
decorum in people’s homes and offices.

Listed below are some uses of Crate Labels as decorative pieces for home or
office.

Kitchen Art

Of course many peoples first idea for crate label art would be framed labels in the
kitchen. From small 5x10 labels to giant blow up posters... they can not only start
a decorating scheme but start a conversation.
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Dining Room Art

I (Debra) had a client that wanted to include her husbands crate label art into her
new dining room scheme. For a while | was stumped.

But, after | convinced her that a very colorful wall treatment was needed to create
the perfect backdrop... all my confusion was wiped away.

The idea was to create an area with "mood"”. The dining room is usually used at
night, lit only by candles or a chandelier. And the walls needed to add to the
"canvas" of the room otherwise those framed crate labels were going to look like
a bad case of chicken pox on the wall.

Even though this family had been collecting crate labels for years... anyone can
put up a collection of crate labels and because they have a history, it adds interest
and charm to almost any room.
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Family Room Art

At first blush... this may not seem like the perfect place for colorful crate label
art. But, think of the color that is already in a family room because of the
"Family"”. Toys, games, floor cushions and crayons... are all out in the open
confusing the gentle color scheme you envisioned.

Why not go with the flow and brighten things up? But instead of juvenile art that
seems like a daycare playroom, adding crate labels into the mix adds the bright
colors in a format all adults can appreciate.
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Office Art

I know... your thinking of cold, staunch offices and just how would you include
crate labels into the scheme?

Did you know that many crate labels were designed with sports as the theme?
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Outdoor Patio Art

As patios become extra rooms in homes, decorating the patio has become a
favorite new area of the home to liven up the decorating scheme.

Even if every other room in a home is neutral, a patio can be blasted with color
and used to create a homey environment.

Spring and summer is patio time in most areas of the U.S., and pulling out all the
stops to remove the dreariness of winter can be done with a bit of help from the
old crate label.

Crate labels are nothing if not colorful... and by choosing 2 or 3 favorite colors
from the labels to use for other patio decor, you will be assured of a great design
scheme.

Patios are often filled with chairs that could use a few
new soft seat covers or cushions. Using solid colors
from the color pallet and sprinkling them throughout
the patio sends a message of fun and cheer.

Colorful lanterns, candles and table decor are also
suited for these color scheme additions. Then you just
need to plant a few potted flowering plants using the
same colors and your decorating is almost done.

Of course... you have to use those crate
labels somewhere in the design or it's
not going to seem complete.

As long as you have the desk top publishing software cranked up... get a head
start on your Christmas greeting cards. By using crate label art, you sure to have
one of the most unique Christmas cards sent out this year. Then, sell them to
others!

Rural Americana

If you live in a rural area of America... crate labels used on almost any
decorative object will never seem out of place.

Antique and gift shops sell loose crate labels from their area of the country to
locals and tourists all year long.

But when the crate labels are used to decorate something useful... then it's usually
a hot seller.

First, think about the location. Well, crate labels usually have a city or town
included on the label. So wouldn't they work as a collection?

Having a collection related to the town or city you live and work in can give
visitors a look at the history of the area... and you will look pretty smart adding
these to your walls along side those dreary diplomas or pale non-descript art that
doesn't show off your personality.
